PART I - GENgPAL 

Article 6.^

registered professionals' certifications, fees are calculated In accordance with the 'Article 6.3' schedules contained 
herein or as otherwise specified herein. 

Article 16 • Transfer Fee 

The fee for transfer of a permit is 25% of the original permit fee t o a max imum o f $150 

PART II • BUILDING A N D TEMPORARY BUILDINGS 

Article 2^ - Non-refundable Permit Application Fee 

Each application for a permit under Part II of the Building Bylaw must be accompanied by an application fee equal 
to the greater of $70.00 and 25% of the issuance fee for the building permit for which the application is made. 

Art ic le 24 - Bui lding Permit issuance Fee 

The building permit issuance fee is the total of the base fee and the fee per $1,000 of estimated construction value 
shown in the following tables:
