Uses natural resources and energy efficiently, generates little waste, emphasizes the biodiversity of
natural areas, incorporates street trees and l[andscaping, and protects natural systems

Is well served by parks, playgrounds, plazas, gardens, green- ways, urban forests and other public
spaces that nurture recreation, social inclusion and sociability

Is clean and safe and celebrates its cultural diversity and history

Promotes a human- scaled architecture and landscape design that goes beyond function to address
creativity, aesthetics, form and context

residents and workers
